As far as the con-
ference i*¢eld? waeg concerned, we carnot claim that a great deal was
achieved as far as the development of the Republic is concerned, however,
the fallowrhin was of great value to us here and I am sure it was important
for those who came, It provided 2 valuable opportunity for some of our
friends to raeet Hugh and other citimens, thus lesaraing more of the
Repvhlic, One thing that I believe was achieved was the bringing of a more
reazistic approach to ourselves, and a realisation of the size of some of
the protlems we are facing in our development, It was very interesting to
sec the violy differing views represanted and often heated arguments
even took rdace, Thisg ig a healthy glgn, and it must be rare for any group
to come tegather uwler one harner ahen the individuals hold such con-
flictirg views. Much interesting discussion took place outside the actual
conferwnce, Hnvever there waa a clear alm to build a new and better
society for men to live in and we shculd build that new society without
rescrt to viclerce or through the establishment of bureaucracy, Most of
the delegates present from the younger age groups feit that this could nut
be achieved through a Republic built on the model of horrgeoia dnoxcorsy
which has up to now strongly influenced our concept of structure, We
should ratker aim at 'True’ democracy as in our principles, [t is felt
generally by this region that only an anarcho~theocratic society can
achieve tuat aim, We should aim at arriving now at a form of structurs
which is firm <aough to hold cur efforts together but will in no way
inkibit the expregsion of initiative or construct any hierarchies. Them a
for the job shouid be the man who can do it with the most concern for
people not the raan who can catch the moat votes. We should seek to
construct democracy - not a dictatorship of the elected. The next task
politically for the Mondcivitan Republic is to conatruct a constitution
that ign't a constitution.

conceptualise, Is it therefore totally unthinkable that such a revolution
could take place in the area of human relations? The Servant-Nation
exicts perhaps more today than ever. ¥We really only need to consolidate
and unify our activities and we have good foundations laid. Also we need
to widen cur concepts of who is 'in', Members of the Servant-Nation may
not neccessarily be citizens of the Mondcivitan Republic and viga-versa,
Ve mugt not forget that the Mondcivitan Republic is only one possible
ouwvrarg exprassicr of the idea of a Servant-Nation, It is less important
for the Mondceivilan Republic to succeed than it is for the Servant-Nation
to become an effective working reality. However, we have to work with
the tools at our disposal, and the Republic, despite its many wrong
turns still remains the only tangible expresgsion of 2 unified Servant-
Nation. But we have to come to terms with the fact that there will
always be 'Servant-Nationals' who will not wish to embrace the Mond-
civitan Republic for various reasons. It still remains our obligation to
find these people and work alongside them, because in the end it makes
no difference what one says or what one signs - it is what one does that
makes one a Servant-National,  wmews - - - SR -
